School Year 2012-2013 was an exciting year at Kids Eat Smart Foundation!
With our 228 Kids Eat Smart Clubs in Newfoundland and Labrador, our
volunteers served over 21,000 meals every day in our schools and
community centres.

With the start-up of 12 new clubs this year, Kids Eat Smart has breakfast,
lunch or snack programs in almost 80 percent of the public school system.
From the southern tip of the Aval on
meals are served to school aged children every year.
